John E. Robson Scholarship

for Students of Public Policy
I. Demographic:
Provide full name, class standing, and current contact information.
II. Cover Letter and Resume:

Include a cover letter and resume with detailed information about your education (including study tours, service learning trips, or other relevant travel), employment, and campus and community public service experiences.  Be specific about the type and nature of your leadership roles.
III.   Public Policy Proposal:   
Examine a significant public policy issue or problem at the local, state, national or international level.  Present your proposal in the form of a prospectus addressed to a policy-maker.  The prospectus needs to define the problem, propose and defend proposed solutions, and identify major obstacles to the implementation of the solution. Provide quantitative and qualitative data to describe the policy issue and to support your recommendations.  A bibliography in APA or Chicago style is required. 
The length of the proposal should not exceed 500 words.
IV. Letters of Recommendation: 

You will be required to submit 2 letters of recommendation.  One recommendation must be from a CSB/SJU faculty member.  The other letter may be from a person of your choosing.  Letter writers should be in a position to judge your potential for successful engagement in public policy or a related field.  Each letter must be accompanied by a Robson Scholarship Evaluation Form which needs to be completed by the letter writer.  Faculty who are members of the Robson selection committee are not eligible to write letters of recommendation.

V.  A copy of your current CSB academic transcript.  A copy from Banner is sufficient.
